Call to Order: Chairman Thomas brought the meeting to order at approximately 6:30 pm.
Invocation & Pledge of Allegiance: Invocation was given by Mr. Pinckney. The Pledge of Allegiance was done in unison.
Approval of Agenda: Ms. Flexon motioned to approve the Agenda as published, seconded by Mr. Jenkins. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion.

Approval of Minutes; February 12, 2013: Dr. Bostick said Mr. Emil Riggs name should be changed to Dr. Emil Riggs. Mr. Young motioned to approve the Minutes of March 12, 2013, seconded by Mr. Pinckney. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion. 
New Business: 
Road Name Petition – Ruth Drive: Ms. Lamb said this agenda item is a Road Name Petition. The Applicant is Margaret Suttles and the Applicant is requesting that an unnamed road be named Ruth Drive. She said the subject road is located off of Zig Zag Branch Road in Pineland and the road serves five (5) houses and one vacant lot. She said that Emergency Services has reviewed and signed off on the Petition to name the road Ruth Drive. She said the petition meets all the criteria in accordance with Section 25-126 of the Jasper County Code of Ordinances and Emergency Services has forwarded the petition to the Planning Commission for approval. Mr. Young asked if the subject road is a private road. Ms. Lamb said yes. Dr. Bostick motioned to approve the Road Name Petition and name the road Ruth Drive, seconded by Mr. Jenkins. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion. 
Chairman Thomas said the Chair of the Jasper County Council is no longer required to sign off on the Road Name Petition because it stops at the Planning Commission level. She suggested that the application be updated and the bottom line removed. She asked Ms. Lamb to notify Emergency Services. Dr. Bostick asked if the County Council is no longer required. Ms. Lamb said that is correct. She said state law states that the Planning Commission is the approving body of road names and that previously the Jasper County Ordinance required the Road Name Petition to be forwarded to County Council after it was reviewed by Planning Commission so the ordinance was amended a couple of years ago to reflect state law. 

Discussion:

Director’s Report: Mr. Edge reminded the Commissioners about the training coming up on Saturday, April 13, 2013 from 2:00 pm. until 6:15 pm. Chairman Thomas asked for a head count of the Planning Commissioners that are attending Saturday’s training. Mr. Jenkins, Dr. Bostick and Mr. Young said they were all attending. Chairman Thomas said the rest of the members will try to attend the May 16, 2013 training session.
