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If the manufactured home is left with lights on:
Send an eviction notice. They have 30 days to get out and then 30 days to move the manufactured home.  If the home is not gone after that time and you want to keep the home or sell it, then get a magistrates title. If you want to burn it or demolish it, send them a letter and inform them that their time is up and that the home will be destroyed. You must get a permit from either the fire department or the building department.

If the manufactured home does not have power:
Send a certified letter to the last known owner informing them they have two weeks to respond, once you receive the response give them 30 days to remove their mobile home. If they do not respond, send them a second letter and inform them that their mobile home will be destroyed, or that you will be applying for a magistrate’s title. If you want to keep the home or sell it, then get a magistrates title. If you want to burn it or demolish it, you must get a permit from either the fire department (burn) or the building department (demolition).

Applying for the Magistrate’s title:
Before applying for a magistrate’s title, a title search must be completed. You can apply for the title at the magistrate’s office at 967 West Adams Street, Ridgeland
