Regular Scheduled Meeting

Call to Order: Chairman Bostick brought the meeting to order at approximately 6:30 pm.  
Invocation & Pledge of Allegiance: Invocation was given by Mr. Pinckney. The Pledge of Allegiance was done in unison.
Approval of Agenda: Mr. Pinckney motioned to approve the Agenda as published, seconded by Mr. Jenkins. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion.  

Approval of Minutes; July 14, 2015: Mr. Jenkins motioned to approve the Minutes of July 14, 2015 as written, seconded by Mr. Waite. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion. 
Chairman Bostick recognized and welcomed Mr. Greg Padgett to the Planning Commission. Mr. Padgett introduced his self to the other Commissioners.

New Business:
Rezoning Application: 452 Levy Road, Tax Map Number 039-00-04-013: Mr. Edge said this is a re-zoning application. He said the request is to have the property re-zoned from Community Commercial to Residential. He said the property is located near the intersection of Freedom Parkway and Levy Road. He said while it is the applicant’s intent to locate a manufactured home on the subject property, the Planning Commission should look to see if the re-zoning request is compatible. After some discussion about manufactured homes not being allowed in the Community Commercial District as well as the intent of the Community Commercial District, it was the consensus of the Planning Commission that manufactured housing should be allowed in the Community Commercial District as that was their intention when the ordinance was developed and adopted in 2007. The Planning Commission asked the applicant to withdraw his application. Mr. Pinckney motioned to amend the zoning ordinance to allow manufactured housing as a permitted use within the Community Commercial District. Mr. Waite seconded the motion. The Commission Members present voted in favor of the motion.  
Discussion: 
Director’s Report: Mr. Edge pointed out that Parkers re-submitted their site plans and Davant Cottages submitted a site plan. He said the Porsche dealership permitted a temporary office trailer and the St. John Paul II Catholic School is under construction. He said there were 21 building permits issued for residential improvements, 2 for new residences, 2 for commercial improvements and 6 for mobile homes.
Mr. Edge said the next Planning Commission Meeting is scheduled at the same time as a County Council Meeting so there may be a joint meeting scheduled for Planning Commission and County Council but details still had to be worked out.   
Adjourn: Mr. Jenkins motioned to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Padgett. The Meeting adjourned at 7:12 pm.
