Call to Order: Mr. Pinckney brought the meeting to order at approximately 6:30 pm.  
Invocation & Pledge of Allegiance: Invocation was given by Mr. Jenkins. The Pledge of Allegiance was done in unison.
Approval of Agenda: Mr. Jenkins motioned to approve the Agenda as published, seconded by Mr. Young. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion.  

Approval of Minutes; November 10, 2015: Mr. Young motioned to approve the Minutes of November 10, 2015, seconded by Mr. Jenkins. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion.
New Business:
Road Name Petition; Gensie Shuman Road: Ms. Wagner said Jasper County Emergency Services submitted an application to have an unnamed road, named Gensie Shuman Road. She said the subject road is located off of Great Swamp Road in Ridgeland. She said by giving this road its own name, Jasper County Emergency Services will be able to provide sequential house numbers appropriately and the new road name will also facilitate both the Town of Ridgeland and Jasper County in providing emergency services more efficiently and timely when needed. She said in accordance with Jasper County Code of Ordinances, Section 25-126, proposed street names shall not duplicate or be phonetically similar to existing street names and the road must serve at least three (3) residences. Jasper County Emergency Services has reviewed their database and there are no conflicts with the proposed road name. Mr. Waite asked if this is a county maintained road. Ms. Wagner said yes. Mr. Grant motioned to approve the road name of Gensie Shuman Road. Mr. Jenkins seconded the motion. The Commission Members voted unanimously in favor of the motion.
2016 Planning Commission Schedule: Ms. Wagner pointed out the Planning Commission Schedule including two (2) highlighted dates. She said the Planning Commission Meetings are always held on the 2nd Tuesday of each month and the submittal deadline is three (3) weeks prior to the meeting date so that staff will have time to review applications, requests, information, and write staff reports. She said the 2nd Tuesday in June (June 14, 2016) is Jasper County’s primary election date and the 2nd Tuesday in November (November 8, 2016) is Jasper County’s general election date which is a conflict with the PC Meeting date in June and November. She said there are five (5) Tuesdays in November so she set the schedule for the 3rd Tuesday in November which is November 15, 2016. She said June has only four (4) Tuesdays and she wanted to see which date will be best for the PC Members. After some discussion, the PC Members decided to meet on the first Tuesday in June which is June 7, 2016. Mr. Jenkins motioned to approve the PC Schedule with June’s meeting date being scheduled for June 7, 2016. Mr. Grant seconded the motion. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion.  

Discussion: 
Open Discussion: Ms. Wagner said a development permit was issued to Davant Plantation for three (3) cottages, a lodge, a spa, and a golf maintenance facility. She said the developer has decided not to build the spa right now. She said a pre-construction meeting has been held and building permits have been issued for the cottages and the lodge. She said a pre-construction meeting for the golf maintenance facility is scheduled for tomorrow. She said three (3) building permits were issued for the Brooke Mills apartments. 

Mr. Jenkins asked about the Palm Key project. Ms. Wagner said the Palm Key PDD was approved but there have been no applications received to develop any of the properties. She said the veterans group does not appear to be operating at Palm Key very much and she thinks that particular organization may have had some turnovers with managers. 
Mr. Pinckney mentioned that he has noticed an increase in traffic on some of the roads in the county. He suggested possibly looking at some ways to improve those roads or plan for new infrastructure because he believes over the next several years Jasper County will experience a great deal of growth and planning for the future is a function of the Planning Commission. Mr. Young mentioned the drainage in Jasper County. He said he has noticed ditches that have served drainage purposes in the past and are now grown up with trees. He said if we experienced a 12” rain, we would have major problems with flooding in some of those areas.    
Adjourn: Mr. Jenkins motioned to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Grant. The Meeting adjourned at 6:50 pm.
