Regular Scheduled Meeting

Call to Order: Chairman Bostick brought the meeting to order at approximately 6:30 pm.  
Invocation & Pledge of Allegiance: Invocation was given by Mr. Jenkins. The Pledge of Allegiance was done in unison.
Approval of Agenda: Mr. Jenkins motioned to approve the Agenda as published, seconded by Mr. Waite. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion.  

Approval of Minutes; May 12, 2015: Mr. Waite motioned to approve the Minutes of May 12, 2015 as written, seconded by Mr. Jenkins. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion. 
Approval of Minutes; June 9, 2015: Mr. Pinckney motioned to approve the Minutes of June 9, 2015 as written, seconded by Mr. Waite. The Commission Members present voted unanimously in favor of the motion. 
Old Business: 
Solar Farms: Mr. Will Saleeby with Palmetto Electric gave a brief presentation about Solar Farms and Solar Panels. Mr. Brad Samuels with SCANA spoke briefly about Act 236 which is requiring utility companies to address solar energy.   

New Business:
Rezoning Application: 18 Breezy Lane, Tax Map Number 038-00-06-018: Mr. Edge said this is a re-zoning application to have the property re-zoned from Residential to Community Commercial. He said the property is located at 18 Breezy Lane which is at the intersection of Levy Road and Breezy Lane. He said in regards to the Comprehensive Plan, the property is located in the Urban Growth Development Area. 

Mr. Garett Harvey addressed the Commission. Mr. Harvey said he lives at 18 Breezy Lane but wants to convert the house to an office and storage area for his concrete/masonry business. There was some discussion about the urban growth boundary area, the Roadside Conservation District, the adjacent land uses and adjacent zoning. Mr. Pinckney motioned to forward a favorable recommendation to County Council to have the property re-zoned from Residential to Community Commercial. Mr. Jenkins seconded the motion. The motion did not carry. Dr. Bostick and Mr. Waite opposed the motion. Mr. Jenkins and Mr. Pinckney voted in favor of the motion. 
Zoning Text Amendment; Parking Standards: Mr. Edge said it was his intent to put something together to amend the parking standards in the zoning ordinance. He said he will present this item at a later date, once the amendment has been prepared.
Discussion: 
There was some discussion about appointments to the Planning Commission and how many are still needed. Dr. Bostick requested that the information be forwarded to County Council.

Director’s Report: Mr. Edge pointed out 2 development permits that were issued and the 2 new applications under site plan review. He said we are applying for a green infrastructure grant and implementing our own GIS for zoning.  
Adjourn: Mr. Pinckney motioned to adjourn, seconded by Mr. Jenkins. The Meeting adjourned at 7:55 pm.
